Visit and paint Dillard Mill State Park, Peaceful Bend Winery, Meramec Springs 
Park, the beautiful Meramec River and numerous Ozark farm scenes. We may organize 
impromptu art demos and "on the porch" still-lifes to paint together and share our knowledge.  
We might organize a plein air paint contest where top prize will be a bottle of Missouri wine.  
You can float and fish two of the Ozarks most beautiful streams - the Meramec River or Huzzah 
Creek.  This will be a very loosely organized get-a-way that will offer artists the opportunity to 
relax and socialize at a very modest price.  Bring your spouse too.

Our vacation home will be available by noon Friday and check out is 2:00 Monday.  

 
Where:   

The Bahama Breeze Vacation Home eight miles east of Steelville, Missouri on the 
Meramec River.  This vacation home has six queen bedrooms, one bedroom with two 
twin beds and a large bedroom with four twin beds. Four full size bathrooms.  The Artist 
retreat will be limited to 18 artists.

Saturday  -Breakfast, Sack Lunch*, and Dinner 
Sunday  - Breakfast, Sack Lunch*, and Dinner 
Monday - Brunch 
Soft drinks, coffee. tea and bottled water are included. 
 
Artists are responsible for their own wine or beer.  Each artist should bring a snack to 
share in the evenings as we sit around a campfire and tell artists tales. 
 
*Sack Lunches will be provided so you can take them with you if you decide to explore 
or paint away from the vacation home.
